** NOTES FOR INTRODUCTION** 

For a program to be most effective, the opening of the presentation can mean a great deal to the setting it creates with students.  For this reason, please stay true to the wording of the below introduction – this introduction has been found to create a strong response from students and to get them in the right frame of mind.  Please try not to add any discussion about sexual assault or rape prior to Mike’s program beginning.  One of the reasons audiences say Mike’s opening is so powerful is that they never feel like they are about to hear a “typical” sexual assault or rape awareness lecture.
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Introduction for Mike “Dom ish”

Before we get started, please raise your right hand.  Now with that hand, grab your cell phone and turn it off – so that we can start the program.  Thank you.
"Can I Kiss You?"[ask this as a question to the audience like you want a kiss, pause and then continue] -- how often have you asked this question?
